11. DRAINAGE AND ROCKS GOING INTO WETLAND

More than five thousand truckloads of soil have been excavated so far from the new
wetlands under construction in the southern part of Victoria Park / Pakpakanthi (Park 16).
 
The soil is being stockpiled nearby in the Park and will be returned to the area of the
wetlands later this year to support the growth of more than 100,000 new plants.

To assist in the management of water within the wetland, a network of drainage pipes and
pits are being installed, with about 75% of these works completed.
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Rocks used for erosion control and stability have also started to appear within the
wetland, with about 500 tonnes of the total 4,500 tonnes placed so far.
 
This is the biggest earthmoving project in your Open Green Public Park Lands since the
early 1960s.
